WORDS FROM THE PASTOR 

This week we continue to reflect on prophets, missionaries and disciples. Amos is being 

banished from Bethel, the king’s sanctuary. He reminds the priest who is expelling him that he 

answered a call from the Lord to prophesy to the people Israel. Amos had been content as a 

dresser of sycamore trees, but he listened to the Lord an accepted the mission.  St. Paul reminds 

us that we were chosen by Christ and asked to respond to the mission we are called to. We have 

been given many blessings, as well as the Holy Spirit to help us serve God and his people. 

 In the Gospel, Jesus is sending out the apostles two by two and has given them power to 

expel unclean spirits. They are to pack lightly, trusting that the Lord will provide for their needs.  

They preached message of repentance, drove out demons and anointed with oil those who were 

sick and cured them.    

We, too, are called by Jesus to serve his people. There are many ways to fulfill our mission. 

At times, we can direct where we will serve, other times others make the choice. Those in  

Religious Communities take vows of Poverty, Chastity and Obedience. This obedience is to the 

religious superior and the council of the order.

AMA Says No To Assisted Suicide 
The American Medical Association’s Council on Ethical and  
Judicial Affairs was recently asked by assisted suicide propo-
nents to revisit its decades-long opposition to legalizing  
assisted suicide. The Ethics Committee refused to do so. It  
rejected the idea that assisted suicide isn’t suicide. In the coun-
cil’s view, despite its negative connotations, the term physician
-assisted suicide clearly distinguishes the practice from eutha-
nasia or palliative/hospice care at the end of life. 

The committee concluded, “In its current form, the Code  
offers guidance to support physicians and the patients they 
serve in making well-considered, mutually respectful  
decisions about legally available options for care at the end of 
life in the intimacy of patient-physician relationship. The Coun-
cil on Ethical and Judicial Affairs therefore recommends that 
the Code of Medical Ethics not be amended.
